GENERAL GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS & POLICIES 
 

To receive a bachelor’s degree from the University of Colorado Denver, students must satisfy all of the requirements below, in addition to completing 
a Major and fulfilling all of their School or College requirements. 

1. A minimum of 120 credit hours is required to graduate from CU Denver with a bachelor’s level degree. 
2. A minimum 2.000 cumulative GPA is required for all University of Colorado coursework. 
3. Satisfactory completion of the CU Denver Core Curriculum. 

 

In addition to the general university graduation requirements listed above, all SEHD students are required to complete the following minimum 
general graduation requirements: 

1. Students must earn a final grade of at least a C (2.0) in major courses. These courses/requirements must be repeated if the student fails to 
earn the grade required. 

2. Students must complete required field experiences. 
3. Students must complete all program assessments and professional milestones as outlined in the Student Handbook.   
4. Students must complete all requirements associated with their SEHD major.

2. A minimum GPA of 2.0, grade of C or better, is required for all courses applying to EDHD – Education and Learning Sciences requirements 

unless otherwise specified. 
3. Transfer courses must be approved by faculty and/or advisor to apply to the major.
