The CU Denver Student Government Association, and the Auraria Campus as a whole, is located on the traditional territories and ancestral homelands of the sovereign tribal nations: Cheyenne, Arapaho, and Ute Nations. This land was also the site of trade, healing, hunting, and gathering for other Indigenous Nations. SGA recognizes that Indigenous peoples are the original stewards of this land. Our Association recognizes the painful history of genocide and forced removal from this territory and pay our respect to the diverse Indigenous peoples still connected to this land. 

SGA also recognizes that the establishment of the Auraria campus was made possible by the forced removal of residents and destruction of the Auraria neighborhood, where families lived, worked, and worshiped together. 

We also acknowledge that the foundations of the United States, the State of Colorado and other institutions were laid on the exploitation of enslaved Africans and their descendants. These enslaved individuals were uprooted from their homes, stripped of their fundamental rights, and were forced to perform hard labor. 

May this acknowledgement allow you to reflect on your duties as a member of SGA and how we can best serve the Indigenous peoples of our community.
